This term, during our work in English, we will be using the

Literacy and Language program, covering a range of fiction and
non-fiction texts. We will also be reading and studying books by
different authors. There will continue to be more emphasis placed on
spelling, punctuation and grammar.

In maths, we will study the objectives from the Year 3 and 4
National Curriculum, including; place value and the four operations.
We will also be focusing on securing our knowledge of number bonds
and fimes tables.

In science we will be studying ‘The Power of Forces' and ‘Changing
States'.

Our theme for the first half term is 'Healthy Hearts and Minds'".
We will focus on influences and personal choices. During the second
half term we will study the Mayans in our theme ‘Wonderful World'.
